Last year’s CCNC attracted over 335 participants, and the ideas and directions taken for CCNC 2005 suggest that an even greater number of participants will attend CCNC 2005! “CCNC 2005 will provide researchers, individuals involved with consumer electronics development, and those entrenched in the business of consumer communications and networking with state-of-the-art information and opportunities to the meet experts and visionaries,” says Naohisa Ohta, Ph.D., CCNC 2005 General Chair and Research Director of Sony Corporation’s Information Technologies Laboratories in Tokyo.  Sony will be a Premier Patron of CCNC 2005.  “The IEEE has established beneficial travel discounts for CCNC 2005 attendees.”

The rate is subject to local (9%), state and federal taxes.  With a maximum number of occupants per room of three adults, there is an additional $20.00 per night charge for any occupants in excess of two per room.  Please use the group code, SCIEE5 to get the CCNC 2005 attendees rate.  (Need to add information about the cut off date for the discount.)  Participants staying at the Caesars Palace will directly help the IEEE Communications Society receive discounts on the CCNC 2005’s meeting arrangements.  
CCNC 2005 attendees can book their flight arrangements through the IEEE’s Travel Services which offers discounted airfares, travel counselors, 24-hour emergency service, passport/visa service, and automated fare quotes rates with many carriers. Those needing a visa to enter the U.S. should apply as early as possible, since visa applications are subject to a greater scrutiny than in the past.  For example, a personal appearance interview could be required as part of visa processing for some applicants, some may require additional screening, and others are advised to expect delays.  Starting October 1, 2003, each Visa Waiver Program traveler must present a machine-readable passport (MRP) at the U.S. port of entry in order to enter the U.S. without a visa, otherwise a nonimmigrant visa is required.
